A) What societal sphere do you think that God is calling you to influence for Him and how did you come to this conclusion?
Considering the 7 spheres, the only that I’ve ever seriously considered is the Spiritual/Social sphere.  Recently when it seemed as if the path to a fulltime pastoral ministry had been closed, and there was an easy opportunity to enter politics, I became involved in politics to try to deal with the things I’m burdened for. However, after the Summer Fast I think that God is calling me to the Spiritual/social sphere.

I’ve believed for a long time that God has called me to pastor a local church congregation. My wife and I pioneered a church but along with so many other things that we were doing, the work-load became too much, so I allowed the members to go to other churches whilst I sought the Lord for what to do. Being in contact with Pastor Sunday’s ministry is part of the Lord answering me.

B)  In your In your sphere of calling, identify the direction and the problem(s) you want to focus on and what practical steps you would take to bring the values of God’s kingdom to this sphere, thus eradicating the problem and establishing the Kingdom of God.
The ‘find your promise land’ section of the book Church Shift has enabled me to identify my promise land as involving:-

1. Pastoring a local church that is active in the local community.

2. Marriages & relationships

a) marriages

b) divorce

c) fornication and sexual promiscuity
d) unwed mothers

e) absentee fatherhood
3. Ministries to assist Christian women who desire to be married.

4. Salvation for men in general. And black men more specifically.

5. Ministry to Muslims.

I came to this conclusion after many years of being ‘bothered’ by these things and engaging in them to varying degrees.  It is these things that make me angry and frustrated and the sort of problems that I can’t get out of my mind (as mentioned in Church Shift page 32). 

C) In your sphere of calling, identify the direction and the problem(s) you want to focus on and what practical steps you would take to bring the values of God’s kingdom to this sphere, thus eradicating the problem and establishing the Kingdom of God.

The directions and problems are listed above. In terms of the practical steps I’m at still at the early preparatory stages. During the Summer Fast, I came away with a mandate to seek to be more Christ-like particularly in the areas of love and prayer. I’m currently battling with the requirements that this demands. For me, success in these areas is a pre-requisite to doing anything else in God’s Kingdom. 
The practical steps that I’m taking include reading and understanding the following books: ‘the Jesus You Never Knew’, ‘Church Shift’, ‘Pastoring Without Tears’ and ‘the Man That God Will Use’. Additionally, I need to study the four gospels with a view to learning to emulate Jesus Christ.
